Hosted by SAMHSA’s GAINS Center for Behavioral Health and Justice Transformation, this 
webinar will introduce the “Guidelines for Care for Transitioning from Jails and Prisons for 
Persons with Behavioral Health Disorders.” Developed in collaboration with the Council of State
