Established in 2008, the National Training and Technical Assistance Center (NTTAC) promotes 
that mission by serving as a major source of justice-related training and technical assistance (TTA) 
information and resources to improve criminal justice systems nationwide.

The services offered include assistance implementing 
evidence-based programs, curriculum development, data analysis, onsite and distance learning 
training, peer-to-peer visits, research and information requests, and strategic planning assistance. 
These TTA services support the work of criminal justice practitioners and agencies, elected officials, 
and community organizations.
